Are the facts well documented? Who is the author? Is she qualified in this subject? Is this source scholarly, popular, some of both?

For example, this source is a very short scholarly article. It may only take two or three sentences to summarize and another two or three sentences to evaluate. Even if you are using a book, you should focus only on the sections that relate to your topic
